Today, Congressman Mahoney met with constituents facing problems with the United States Department of Agriculture,
Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services, and the Social Security Administration. He spoke to internal Congressional
contacts at each agency on behalf of local constituents.

"One of the most important things | do as a Member of Congress is help constituents with federal problems. In Martin
County, personally contacting FEMA on behalf of the county led to an overdue reimbursement of over $3 million," said
Congressman Mahoney. "My staff and | are here to act as your personal liaisons to any federal agency. In 2007, my staff
helped over 1000 local residents by making Congressional Inquiries to agencies to find answers or expedite processes. If
you are having similar troubles or simply have a question, | encourage you to call or stop by any of my district offices in
Stuart, Port Charlotte or Sebring."
